The Osher Reentry Scholarship Endowment, sponsored by the Bernard Osher Foundation, is designed to
provide students tuition assistance (up to $2000) during the 2011/2012 academic year.

b) Must have experienced a cumulative gap of 5 years or more during the pursuit of formal
education and anticipate a significant number of years of workforce participation.

¢) Must maintain a 3.0 GPA. (GPA will be reviewed at time of application each year).

d) Must not be enrolled in an online degree program.

e) Must not be a USNH employee using a tuition waiver.
